The Ephorate of Antiquities of Messenia (former 38" Ephorate of Prehistoric and
Classical Antiquities) carried out under direct labour the sub-project 9“Archaeological
Fieldwork and Investigations” included in the general Projects “Concession
Agreement: Design - Construction - Financing - Operation and Maintenance of the
Korinthos - Tripoli - Kalamata Motorway and Lefktro - Sparti Branch and “Completion
of the Corinth-Tripoli-Kalamata Motorway and the Lefktro-Sparti Branch” of the
Regional Operational Programme “Accessibility Improvement 2007-2013" (budget:
812,680€). The sub-project 9 started in October 18 2010 and it was completed in
December2016.

The digging works and the rescue excavations brought to light new
archaeological evidence -architectural remains and moveable finds— dating to
various periods that range since the Prehistoric until the Late Roman times.

times (3" c. BC) were discovered at the Arfara inter-
change node (the Gerantampela site, km.12+
300/350).

In Antheia (km.16+019.60), a Hellenistic rural
house (cover photo) paved with clay tile floors was
unearthed and investigated; the entire structure
included small tanks and a variety of finds that indicate
the industrial function of certain units. Not far from the
house, a structure dating to the late Roman times was
traced; it was coated with hydraulic plaster at the
interior (Fig. 1) and it was identified as a wine-press
that preserved part of the wine concentration cavity.

In Aipeia (km.18+320) the following structures
were unearthed: traces of an ancient carriage path (Fig.
2), a number of moveable finds and part of a circular
structure made of alternating bricks and flat stones
(Fig. 3), which may be identified as a construction
whereliquid and solid products were stored.

At the slope of a low mound in Kalami
(km.23+428-443), the remains of a Mycenaean settle-
ment came to light (Fig. 4). The settlement covered a
surface of ¢. 473 sg.m. and included buildings made of
rubble masonry that reached a height of 0.15t0 0.80 m.
The buildings were erected and repaired or remodeled
in three or four successive phases, since the LH Ill A2

until the end of the LH Il B (c. 1380-1200 BC) or the LH Il C period (after 1200 BC). A
building with parallel halls stands out and it is assumed that it had an administrative
function. A considerable number of finds, such as complete vessels, fragments of
wall-paintings, anthropomorphic and zoomorphic figurines, clay objects and
vessels, bronze- and stone objects were discovered (inside cover photographs) . Ata
distance of about 50 m. east — south-east of this site, the fragmentary preserved
traces of a presumably retaining enclosure or terrace wall and of other small walls
were excavated.

In the context of the sub-project 9 further rescue excavations were carried out

atvarious sites, such as: Tsakona, the Kyparissiainterchange node, Allagi, Aipeia,
Antheia, Antikalamos, Kalami and Asprochoma (inside cover plan); these rescue
excavations and the digging works brought to light large quantities of pottery and
other moveable finds dating from the Prehistoric times to Late Antiquity. The finds
were registered and documented,
photographed and restored, while
photogrammetry was applied to
record the most important sites.
Hence, all activities undertaken
during the implementation of the
sub-project 9 added further know-
ledge about the archaeology and
history of Messenia.
